3. Description of the training offered:

The Western Maryland MOVE Transportation Pathways offers multiple entry points for this sector:

1. Forklift Operator: In a 16 hour program, participants will learn to operate a variety of forklifts and prepare for
employment in material handling occupations.

2. Commercial Driver: Individuals will be trained under the federal Entry Level Driver Training criteria to
operate Class A or Class B trucks safely and efficiently.

3. Diesel Service Technicians: The 200-hour training program prepares individuals for entry-level careers
keeping trucks or heavy equipment operating properly.

4. Trainees have the opportunity to earn the following industry-recognized certifications:

Participants in the truck driver training program will be prepared to pass their Commercial Driver's License
exam and begin a career as a professional driver.

Diesel Service Technician completer's will be prepared for employment and to sit for ASE "T" Truck series
exams related to preventive maintenance.

5. Am | eligible?

Applicants should be Maryland residents and demonstrate need for enhanced employment. Need would
include unemployment or under employment (typically less than $20 per hour for Washington County).
A screening process is also required that includes a drug test and a background check.

6. What is the application process?

Individuals can apply online using the link below. The application process is not complicated and will only
take a few minutes to complete. Applications go directly to our grant team for initial review and follow up
instructions for screening depending on training topic of interest.

7. How much can | expect to earn if | complete this program and obtain employment?

Our industry partners provide entry-level employment that range from $20-$25 per hour for forklift operators.
CDL license drivers will make from $50,000 to $70,000 annually, depending on class of vehicle. Diesel
Service Technicians typically start in the $20-$25 per hour range.

8. How much do | have to pay for this program?

Programs costs range from $700 to $4500 per program, with the EARN program providing assistance with
scaled scholarships.
