	3  Description of the training offered: The Maritime, Transportation, Distribution, and Logistics (MTDL) training program introduces participants to careers across the supply chain, with emphasis on shipping, warehousing, and manufacturing. Graduates are equipped to pursue roles in warehousing, material handling, and logistics, particularly near the Port of Baltimore.

The Commercial Transportation Careers (CTC) training program focuses on career paths in the commercial driving industry. It covers key topics such as industry basics, vehicle inspections, air brake systems, federal regulations, safety protocols, and endorsements. Upon completion, participants are prepared to take the CDL-B skills test and obtain their Commercial Learner’s Permit.


	4  Trainees have the opportunity to earn the following industryrecognized certifications: Clients have the option to earn one of the following certifications:

- OSHA approved Forklift Operator certification
- OSHA-10: Construction
- OSHA-10: General Industry
-CDL-B Learner's permit

All clients can get assistance in obtaining their TWIC (Transportation Workers Identification Credentials) card with an employment offer letter that requires the TWIC card.
